National Assessment Program – Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN):   Today 

results of the National Assessment Program – Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) for students in Grades 3 

and 5 will be sent home. If your child was exempt from the test, or absent when the test was administered, 

there will be no result for them. Please read the full documentation and if you have any queries or concerns, 

contact your child’s teacher. 

Buildings and grounds:  We have been informed that our Federal Government funded 

building is being re-tendered. This process will take 4-6 weeks and we are hopeful of having a result from 

the negotiations that will take place. My optimism for August was ill founded. December is looking good!
